Towards the end of the two-week
holiday, the six year old picked up the book and read large sections of the text to himself,
from memory using intonation and pausing for effect. This is the mark of a great book, it
continues to surprise, delight and engage its reader; long after the pages have been creased
and stuck together with blobs of jam, drops of milk and pieces of melted chocolate.
